WHAT TO BRING TO CAMP

HOW TO GET TO CAMP


From Peoria take I-74 West to the Elmwood exit (Exit 71 – Rt. 78).  Fol-low the signs into Elmwood (about 4 miles).  At the four way stop at the park turn right.  Take this road to Yates City (2.5 miles).  Turn right (north) onto Union St. in Yates City (a block past the bank).  Take this road 4 miles to the camp road (there will be three 90 degree curves.  The camp entrance is on the 3rd curve.).  Turn north onto the camp road & go about a mile.  You’ll see the archway on the right leading into the camp.  


From Galesburg take I-74E to exit 54 (Lewistown).  At the stop sign turn left onto US 150.  Go 10.8 miles to CR 18 & turn right (you’ll see a brown shed with a Baird seed sign behind it).  Go 6.1 miles to CR 2200E (you’ll see the FBC sign).  Follow the road into the camp.
