Directions to Faith Bible Camp

Directions are also available from our website in a printable version.

Take either Illinois Route 78 North out of Farmington or South out of Elmwood.  Just outside of Elmwood, take Illinois Route 8 to Yates City.  If you are coming from the west, take Illinois Route 97  to Illinois Route 8, just a few miles south of Maquon, Illinois and head to Yates City.  Once in Yates City, take the Union Street blacktop North out of Yates City, about three miles.  Union Street is right by the Bank of Yates City.  As you are rounding the third curve out of town on the blacktop you will see a Faith Bible Camp sign pointing to a gravel road labeled County Rd. 2200 E.  There are two gravel roads on this curve.  Make sure you take the second one, 2200 E.

What should I bring to camp?

Bring a Bible, notebook and pen.  Warm clothes in many layers.  A sleeping bad and pillow or bedding.  Your own hygiene necessities including towels and washcloths.  A friendly and cooperative spirit.

What should I leave at home?

Anything not allowed at school is not allowed at camp.  Phone calls, text messages, etc.  Inappropriate clothes, behavior and attitudes that shouldn’t be at a Christian camp.
